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EDITORIAL :

1t has been an unusual beginning to
the season - no leamgue wins from
the first five games, then ean
avalanche of goals, then disaster at
Stafford in the F A Cup.

One small consclation is that it
amphasises a point, that
entartainment s not nscessarily
relative to league position and that
succass. ~ in winning terms — should
not always be the ultimate demand
from the public.

It's no secret that Wycombe fans
have been particularly demanding
recently and the nature of some of
the inhabitants of Loakes Park
appear to  hava worsaned  this
saason. Although these attitudes
can be partly atiributed to the rise
tn profile of the Club - togather
with the rise in cost - it is
certminly not condusive  to a
pleasent atmosphere to hear a
stream of meaningless swaaring
aitmed at the opposition, usually
without provocation. The mentality
here can also invelve singing
"Jimmy Jimmy give us a wave" when
we're winning and then trotting out
the "Do somathing Kelman" ritual
when we're not.

Moving up the non-League ledder
should not be an aexcuse for
inheriting the media distorted image
that is prevalent in the higher
ranks of football. If the problem is
tgnored it is only a matter of time
before it escalates into physical
violence. Positive action nseds to
be taken, firstly by the Club - not
Just the "let us seen to be doing
something” measures, that achieve
nothing but fill spaces in Cilub
press releases and secondly by the
sansible majority of supporters who
can condemn  varbelly at avery
opportunity.

Currently these paople are in a
small minority but for thosa of us
whe can behave, thay need to be
erradicated before their influence
spreads and ruins it for the rest of
us.

Sandarson  has
sinoe movad to Chelienham Town
whera he joins former Newport team—
mate Phil Williams.

David Gipp's month loan from Barnet
began with =a goal in the 5-3
victory at Enfield and he made it 4
goals in 5 appearances before
raturning to Underhill. Gipp has
since been  linked with moves io
Welling and Aylasbury, with an fee
of well over £10,000.

John Kerr's short return to Wycombe
got underway with a remarkable
headed goal against Kidderminster at
Loakes Park but finished on a low
during the 4-1 defeat at Stafford in
the F A Cup. Kerr is now on trial
at French Club Sen Sourrine of
Bordeaux. Kerr made 10 appearances
during his second spall with
Wycomba - scoring on 4 occasions.
There was no report of any fam
being received for Kerr.

B The Club have kept fairly quiet
about the departure of GSteve Wicks
after  just 8  appearances  for
Wycomba. The ex-Chelsea and QPR
player was signed amid  much
publticity and ego massaging at the
start of the season but after
missing the wmid week trip to
Kettering due to "work commitments”,
has  apparently teft  the  Club.
Wicks, a @General Manager of a
sports agency dealing with the
cormercial rmanagement and
promotion of top soccer players,
was signed on a two year contract
with apparently no fee involved but
the whole affair brings Litile credit
to the Club or the Leagua.

The same
night, Robert Thorpe alsc mada his
First Team debut when he came on
as sub for Guppy in extra-time.
David Gumbs, a 22 year—old
attacking defander from Flackwell
Heath, became the 22nd playar 1to
usad for First Team duty when he
made his debut against Yeovil Town.

B8 After an originally scheduled
programme of three home Conference
games in 12 days to finish the last
ever season at Loakes Park, fixture
re—arrangament has teft Farnborough
Town as the final visitors on
Saturday 21st April 19%0.

Barrow at home is now due for
Saturday 18th Novamber and
Morthwich at home is set for
Saturday 2nd Dacember.

Who's going to stop DARLINGTOM
making an immediate return to the
Football League? Unbeaten in their
opening 13 Conference gamas, with
Just & goals conceeded and crowds
avaraging well over the 3,000 mark,
Dartington appear to be anjoying the
rivitalised interest in the Club
caused by their ‘drop’ to the
Confarence. BARNET finally ended
‘Daric's run with a 2-1 success
bafore a 3,886 crowd at Featnams,
and should again be among the titie
chasers at the end of the season.

Dartingion's early geod form has
resulted in thair odds being
shortensd from 8-1 al the start of
the season to 4-7 favourites. Thay
are followed by Kidderminstar
Harriers at 11-2 and Barnet at 28-1
- Wycombae's odds have moved from
10-1 te 33-1. Mearswhile the pre—
season a1 favourites, BOSTON
UNITED  have seen their odds
lengthenad to 100-1 following their
abysmal start ito the -season. Just
two wins (at Barnet and at homs to
Erfieldd fror the openting 14
Confarence games and an FA Cup exit
to Matiock Town leaves them in a
similar position to Weymouth last
saason. The pressure will be on
Bosten by the time Wycombe make
the visit to York Street on Saturday
Sth  December.

Saturday 25th MNovember may well
be the lasi chance for Wycombe fans
to maeke the visit teo Huish for a
Confarance garme with YEQVIL TOWN.
Work cormmenced at their new £3m
ground on the site of the former
Houndstone Army Camp during October
with the initial completion date
hoped to be July 1980, Yeovil, who
first played at Huish in 1920, also
hope to include & fult-sized
artificial pitch edjacent to their
rew 8,000 capaciiy stadium as part
of a community initiative.

Wycombe fans traveliing to Huish
in MNovember may like to itake notae
of some new ground reguletions now
wn force. The regulations, that
weare  brought tnto  action  last
Fabruary, inciude measures to stam
racist chanting, teunting of the
opposition's fans and generat
abusive behaviour.

The Club have already used these
rulings to impose a 5 year ban on a
supporter following racist comments
during their horne  game with
Northwich Victoria in  Sepiembar.
On a more negative note, segregation
is now common place at Huish, away
fans ara detained afier the final
whistle, and facilities for
travelling supporters ara also very
poor. Latest addition to forirsss
Huish is the instatiation of £15,000
worth of closed circull TV
aguipment. The eqguipment which
forms part of Yeovil's ‘“exiensive
safety programme' is the first to be
usad at non—lLeague lavel and
continues a disturbing irend at this
level of football. Safety is of
course paramount but these measures
only create more barriers batween
epposing fans, barriers that in the
vast majority of cases are not
nececessary and totelly inapproriate
to non—League football.

BARNET is a Club who have so
far backed down on initreoducing too
many restrictive measures. Wycombe
have a re—arranged gama at Underhill
to be arranged and it is perhaps a
credit to both sets of supportars
that despite crowds of well inte 4
figuras, that there bhas been no

reportable instances of crowd
disturbances during our recent
meetings.

FARNBOROUGH TOWN is  arnother
away fixture to be arranged and i
should be interesting to view the
improved facilities ot  Cherrywood
Road following their move into the
Ceonfarenca. Farnborough have
recently added covering to behind
one of their goals while on the
pitch  ex—Wanderers Simon  Read
continues to get goals. He was
leading scorer in thae Confarence
during MNovember with 14 geals from
16 games. His speit at Wycombe in
season 1985/86 brought 12 goals in
38 Gola lLeague ocuiings.

A WOMENS GAME

The introduction &
Woman's football t..em at
Wycombe Wanderers and the

staging of the Women' s
Internationatl Friendly
between England and Italy at
Loakes Parik, shoul d have
increassd Local awareness of
a rapi.di.y growing sector of
our national game. CG takes
its own brief Look at the
past, present and future of
women's football,

Womens' football is by know means a
new concept, in fact 1t can be
traced back to the iate 1880's when
many women's matches took place,
mainky for charity. Loamkaes Park
first staged = womean's match at the
turn  of the century with an
exhibition South v Neorth match (The
north wen, incidentiyd.

Women's football, however took a
step backwards in 1921 when tha F A
outiawed the playing of organtsed
women's  football. That rule was
stiltl in force in November 1969
whenn the Women's FA was founded
with 44 member clubs and 1t was
not until 1970 that the FA rescinded
the ruling. Indead it was as late
as 1984 that the FA finally invited
the WFA to become a member.

Internationally  the  first ever
Woman's World Cup took place in
taly  in 1970, England were
'represented’ in the main by Chiltern
Valiey, a ieam who played in the
East Midiands Alliance but ware
outside the Jjurisdiction of the WFA,
who disseciated itself fromn the
venture. Danmark beceme the first
winners of the competition, beating
Itaty 2-0. The following yeer
Denmark again won the competition
by beating Mexice before over
100,000 people at the Aztec Stadium.
Piay however WRas excassively
violent - England's match with
Argentina  in the 1971 competition
led te sight English players needing
medical attention and tweo returned
homa with legs in plaster.

Propear organisation of the
women's game came tn Novamber 1971

when FIFA and UEFA insisted that
mambers recognise women's football
in their countries and ensure proper
control and administration.

The first 'official’ international
match for an England tearn was in
1972 and since then their major
honours have been in winning the
Littie World Cup in Italy in 1985
and 1988; and reaching the final of
the UEFA competition in 1984 and
1887, The next UEFA finals will
take place in  June 1991 with
England aiming to gqualify via a
group containing MNorway, Finland
and Selgium.

Madia coverage of the women's
gamne in this country has generally

beert very poor. Yet how can the
game expand without the backing of
the media? As Linda Whitehead,

Secretary of the WFA, has said "Whe
fnew what American Football was
urkil  Channel 4 started to cover
dE7 Live TV coverage ts common
place in Swedaen where there are
over 100,000  registered players
whilst tn West Germany there are
700,000 players and 3 te 4 million
in America. This compares to the
WFA with 8,000 registered players in
245 ciubs, competing in 21 Leagues
in 9 regions.

Last season a major breakthrough
was made when extended highlights
of the WFA Final was shown on
Charnel, 4 and the England/Sweden
garna was played at Wembley prior to
the wmer’s game with Chile.



Wycormbe Wanderers Ladies team was
taunched as part of the Club's
'Football in the Community' scheme.
Initial reaciion to the team was
pradictable. "I see Wycombe have
started a women's team'. Reply "I
theught they've had cne of those for
years", Just one of a numnber of
tedious and prejudiced comments
asscciated with women's Football.

Of course, few are suggesting thatb
wormen can compete on equal terms
with men's football. However, given
the corcect arnount of rmedia
coverage, the game could evolve o
become a popular part of the garna
particularly if ieams are able to

associate with and use the
facilities of their local club.
Wycombe  Weaenderers Ladies, who

piayed an exhibition six—a-side
match at Loakes Park prior to the
horna garmne with Runcorn, are hoping
to compete in the Greater London
League next season. The GLL is
currently made up of 28 teams, all
within a 35 mile radius of Marble
Arch, and spiii inte four divisions.
The top division consists of Spurs,
Watford, Leyton Orient, Friends of
Fullmm Resarves, Spurs, Walton &
Hearshamn, Miliwall Lionesses Reserves
and Romford. The sirongest Women's
Leagues are generally accepted to be
the rHome Counties League Division
One  which inciudes Miilwall

Lionesses and Friends of Fulham and
The Morth West League which
includes teasowe  Pacific {last
season's WFA Cup winners?.  Further
developrment of the Wormens' game may
lead ito national leagues being set
up with & structure not dis—similar
te  the 'pyramid' arrangemant in
mans' non—lLeague football.

The Women's game can draw  further
paratlels with the mens non—League
gama in the way that, in general, it
is treated as a novelty watched by
a minerity. Yet the women's game
has raore obstructions and
hypocristes to  overcoma. The
traditionally masculine game is . a
braeding ground for sexist attitudes.
On the tarcraces, female supporters
area often sub ject to sexist
cormments  and  abuse. While away
from the terraces women are still
banned from entering boardroocins or
functions of raany clubs and
steraectyped irnte a role of being
either a Ypersuassive famale”
seliing the raffle tickets or at the
garne only because their husband or
boyfriend has dragged them there.
Wycombe's atiempt to introduce a
ladies team rmay be sean by some as
purely a publicity seseking exercise
undar  the guise of a community
initiative but if the project is
carried through to its potential it
can only do good for the Club and
game — we'll keep you informed.

SENSOR By SEASOR

SUMMARY by Paul Lewis

Tha 1969/70 season was a time of
change for Wycombe Wanderers., it
was to be the first full season in
charge for Manager/Coach Briasn Lee
who despite criticism axed the
reserve team in favour of a squad
systern. Lee was alse assisted for
the first time by Fformer Wycomba
player John Reardon who had moved
frorn  Chesham United where he had
taken them +to the final of the
Amataur Cup twe seasons earlisr.
Behind the scenes Bill Hayter,
Secratary of the Club for the
previous 20 years, did not stand for
re—elsciion at the Footbatl Club's
AGM  in July 1968  following an

apparent "lack of interest baing
shown by other members of the
Commitise Mr Hayter, a local

printer whose compeny also printed
the Club programme, told the Bucks
Free Press prior to the AGM "Oh ¥for
a Bob Spratchett or Johnny
Timberlake, whom I served undar and
who insisted thal duties were done
and that all games were atisnded by
officers and committea man®.

Other dapartures inciuded Reg
Maskell who stepped down from his
role as Treasurer to be replaced by
Reger  Lee, while Bill Hayler's
position was taken by Bert Crump.
On the Supperters Club front the
Football Club announced they would
be teking over the amanities at
Loaskes Park, including the running
of the tea-bars and Club House,
However, in a shock turn—around by
the Football Club, they reversed
their decision and in a statement to
the press said "The parent body has
apolegised for the inconvenience
caused to the Supporiters' Club by
its garlier decision” The
statement alse went on to say that
YFor the benefit of the Club as a
whole, it was essential thet the
two bodies should have frequent
meegtings to ensure smoother working
and to ebviate misunderstandings of
this nature arising in the fuiure.”

On the pitch Brien Lee announcad
savaral new signings before the
League programme got underwaey, most
noteably, centre—heif John Delaney
from  Slough  Town, and  Welsh
Irternational  Geoff Anthony from
Carnegie College. They were joined
in November by Oxford University
Student Peter GSuddaby and Dulwich
Hamlet midfialder Keith Blunt.

ADAMD PAXK

Since our tast major update on
Adams Park back in  June there
appears to have been a change of
attitude by the Club in releasing
information asbout the new ground at
Hitlbottom Read. At the time of
writing, tha programme has been
used on two cccasions by Brian Lee
to update proceadings and plans ware
posted in the Club House along with
a revised aritists imprassion of the
stadium.

After a couple of changes in design,
the final projact has been designed
by Design Services of Boreham Wood
~ the same facility thet have bean
responsible for the grounds ai
Aylesbury and Kingstonian. Adams
Park is by far the largest football

stadium undertaken by Design
Services and includes a contract
with  Atoost for  the pre—cast

framgwork for the ground worth
close to £750,000.

On  paper it looks an adeguate
ground, but how do the plans
compare to the reality at the site?
By the start of November the first
pre—cast concrate structures were
being put in place following the
comphletion of the foundations.
Seeding of the pitch took place in
mid September and thaere is already
a thin layar of grass covering the
tevel playing area. The actual
brickwork between the framework is
tikely to start in December.

The main stand — on the north side
of the pitch ~ has been the first
structure to take shapa. When

completed it will seat 1,200 people
in saven tiers of seats along the
entire Llength of the pitch. This

reprasents 2 suprisingly smakl
increase on  the current seating
capacity at Lomkas PFerk - which

stands at fractionally under 1,000
when in full use. Atthough big when
compared to Aylesbury's 400 seater
stand at Buckingham Road, it may
prove to be inadequate if we are
challenging for honours in  the
Conferance. Seats could of course
be added to the opposite stand but
bolting seats to areas designed for
standing would be a compromise to
comfort and further reduce capaciiy.

A quastion often asked by supporters
of Wycombe is, why has the design
of ithe ground been compromised from
the pravious submission? As
reported in the summer adition of
CHAIRBOYS GAS, the final plans for
the new ground were modified from
the originaily tendersd version as
the costs were ‘“unacceptably high”
to the Club. Estimates for tha
total cost of revised project are
reported o be in the region of
£3mitlion, which will be funded
almost  entirely by the sale of
Loakes Park. The 6.74 acre site at
Loakes Park is prime building site
but the Club will not benefit from
the enormous escalation in  land
prices of the last three years as
the contract to seill the ground to
developers Westbruton, drawn up in
Decamber 1985, was eat a fixed
price. Which means that while the
new ground is obviously being built
at {989 prices, Loakes Park is being
sold at a bargain 1285 price. Quiile
how much the Club has potentially
lost from  the thase unfortunate
circumstances is a matter of great
debate. A 1.75 mcrs plot of land in
London Road, High Wycombe was sold
in October of this year for over
£2.5million and  equating  these
figures te the site at Loskes Park
puts the 1389 potential at Loakes
Park at over £10million. This may
well be an over estimation but it
is fair to say that this could well
be the difference betwsen having a
very good ground and having an even
better ground AND some vital back—
up money in the bank, which we have
sean ts essential to meet the high
expenditure of a top Conference
side.

Now, of course, it is a question of
making the best of whet we have got
— there is no going back. The Club
in their search for additional
funding for Adams Park has set =a
date for the vacation of Loekes
Park despite one of the major
‘selling points' of the new ground to
the supporters being the fact that
we would not move oub until the
new ground was complete in avery
detail, MNow with cash at a premium
a deadline of the 14th May 1990 hes
been set which proved to
"financially beneficial” to the Club.



We understand the Club will benefit
by a figure close to £100,000 and
additional funding has also been
avthorised by the Football Trust who
have given the Cilub a grant of
£45,000 for the ‘“community based”
faciiities at the new site.

This funding by the Football Trust
comes shortly afiter the submission
of plans to the local council for an
artificial pitch training pitch at
the new ground. The headline in the
Bucks Fres Press on 15 September of
"WANDERERS APPLY TO HAVE
SYNTHETIC PITCH" may have caused
a few heart palpitations amongst
Wycombe fans, but the proposal is
for an artificial pitch in addition
te the wmain grass pitch and
situated on the area of land where
the spoil heap from the site
axcavation currentiy stands in ski—
slope proportions. This area of
land has been ieased by the Club for
the duration of the building
contract for Adams Park, by which
tima the outcome of the planning

should be known o

application
although don't  count  cut further
objections from Sands' residents
who in  the vast majority were
totally against the relocation of the
Club at the Green Belt site at the
end of Hillbottom Road.

Tha Cilub should be praised for this
ambitious initiative and should it
come to  fruition, deserves the
utmost credit wn taking a lead of
keeping tha main pitch real grass
and the adjacent training piich
pltastic <{take note Hyde, Oldhem,
Preston and especially Lutonl. it
is not certain where the funding for
this project would come from but
with the right direction of funds at
the new sites there is no reason why
this can not be an accessible
addition to community facilities in
the area that should alse promote
greater affinty to the Club.
